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Focus Inspection was carried out by the Education Bureau at St. Peter’s and the report showed that
the implementation of language policy and strategies at the school help enhance students’ language
skills through various activities. Teachers of English Language as well as other subject teachers
using English as the Medium of Instructions collaborate effectively to provide students a positive and
lively English learning environment.

1. Reading

® To develop students’ reading habit, Form
1-3 students are required to buy at least
one storybook at the English Books Road
Show every year.

® Students are encouraged to read
extensively through Home Reader Scheme

and iLearner.

® English News Broadcasting is held
every Tuesday and Thursday morning.
Students need to read the news article
and learn the vocabulary items or phrases
introduced.

® Reference books are placed at the self—
learning corner in each classroom.

® Fvery student is required to read English
newspapers and the monthly magazine
‘English Channel’ / ‘English Corner’ to
enrich their knowledge and widen their
horizons.

2. Writing

A publication of students’ best writings is
issued annually.

Students have to take down vocabulary and
phrases for each topic in the Vocabulary
Log so as to enrich their vocabulary bank.

Senior form students need to learn about
30 types of sentence patterns to enhance
their writing skills.

® To polish students’ writing skills, supplementary
courses are provided.

® Students are invited to participate in inter—
school writing competitions.
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3. Listening

All announcements are made in English every
Friday (English Friday).

Native English Teacher (NET) introduces
English expressions and shares with students
western cultures during the One Minute
English programme every Monday and
Wednesday.

An overseas learning tour is organized for
students every year. Participants have more
opportunities to experience a different
culture and lifestyle in another country such
as Australia, New Zealand, Singapore and
Malaysia.

Additional NETs are recruited to teach Form 1
students during the bridging programme.

Drama shows and other English activities
are organized outside campus so as to
widen students’ horizons and increase their
exposure.

Students are required to speak English with
teachers and staff on English Fridays.

Drama workshops are implemented in Form
4 English curriculum. Professional tutors from
service providers are invited to teach students
drama skills so as to build up their confidence
in using English.

Exchange programmes jointly organized by St.
Peter’'s and the West Island School are carried
out to provide students more opportunities to
communicate with native speakers.

The ratios of speaking lessons for Form 1-5
and F6 are 115 and 1:4 respectively. This policy
helps improve students’ presentation and
communication skills.

More than 100 students take part in the Hong
Kong Schools Speech Festival every year.

English Ambassadors help promote an English
atmosphere at school and two English Weeks
are held to encourage students to use English
through activities.

Form 4-5 students are encouraged to
participate in competitions and activities
organized by Standing Committee on LLanguage
Education and Research (SCHOLAR).

Mock job interview is held annually to improve
and enhance students’ presentation and
discussion skKills.

All the above measures help students enrich
their English vocabulary as well as enhance
their skills in using English in different
aspects. According to the survey done at
school, more than 80% of the students agree
that they can learn English effectively through
various activities.
